How to Write Your Commentary 
 

Remember, you are writing about yourself. Use your 
name. Write light and lively descriptions. Be informative. Use 
active words such as Astepping out,@ Aready for,@ Alooking 
snappy,@ etc. Tell more than the audience can readily see. You 
do not need to describe in detail the things that are obvious such 
as Athis skirt and jacket.@ Use fashion adjectives, popular 
fashion words and catchy phrases. Follow a logical sequence 
such as top of garment to bottom, outside layers to inside, front 
to back. Describe how you have accented your outfit with 
accessories. Highlight any original ideas used in techniques, 
trims, and accessories. Tell things of special interest about you, 
the model, such as hobbies, 4-H projects, etc. Tell about where 
the garment will be worn, versatility, ease of care, money saved 
or fabric type. Look on the back of the pattern envelope for 
ideas for construction detail descriptions. 
 
 
 

Questions You Should be Prepared to Answer 
 
Where do you plan to wear the outfit? 
How does your garment fit into your wardrobe plan? 
What was the cost? 
How much do you think you would pay to purchase it? 
What additional costs were involved in accessorizing? 
How many hours did it take to construct the garment? 
What do you like most about the garment (outfit)? 
Describe what you do to take care of this garment? 
How long do you think you will wear this garment? 
What new construction methods did you learn? 
What was the most difficult problem you had? 
What did you have the most fun at?
