4. Name your recipe, list all ingredients with exact 
measurements and include complete directions, 
timing and other relevant information. 

5. Recipes cannot be used in two consecutive years. 
Recipes will be checked upon entry. 

6. COMPLY WITH SPECIFIC RULES LISTED FOR EACH 
CONTEST. 

7. All contests will be held at the Montana State Fair’s 
Family Living Center. 

8. First place winners cannot participate in the contest 
the following year. 

9. First place winners have the option of judging the 
contest the following year. 

10. All contests will be judged by Home Economics 
graduates and/or trained professionals along with 
community members. 

11. Superintendent can judge for tie-breaking. 
12. After entry forms are submitted, contestants will be 

sent a ticket for admittance to the Fairgrounds on 
contest date.  

13. Contestants may take their entry(s) home after 
contest winners are announced. 

14. Entries not in place by the end of the contest 
delivery time will not be judged. 

15. ENTRY FORM DEADLINE FOR THE MONTANA 
WHEAT AND BARLEY-A-THON AND THE MONTANA 

STATE BEEF COOKOFF IS MONDAY, JULY 26, AT THE 
EXTENSION OFFICE. 

16. Food samples will be distributed if all food safety 
standards have been met. 

17. Cell phones must be turned to vibrate during 
preparation. 

18. Must leave the kitchen 15 minutes after 
presentation. 

19. All equipment must leave kitchen area after entry 
has been judged.  

20. Culinary kitchens are for contests only. No personal 
cooking or baking is allowed during the fair. 

21. Hair must be pulled back and restrained during the 
contest. Hats are acceptable. 

22. Aprons must be worn during the contest. 
23. A Professional cannot enter in any contests. A 

person who engages in an event or activity for 
monetary value. (i.e. farmers markets, baking, 
cooking and so on). A person who teaches. A person 
who edits, produces, or is involved in any way of 
making a cookbook. 

24. There is a new level of competitors. It is called 
ELITE-the best or most skilled members of a given 
contest.  

A. Winning any contest 2 times.  
B. Year of planned start is 2009 Fair year.  
C. Once in ELITE you will remain in ELITE.  
D. Prize is a Montana State Fair Rosette and 
bragging rights.

1. Include three printed or typed copies of the recipe 

with the entry blank. The Extension Office will not 
type recipes. 

2. The number of servings must be included. 
3. The entry must serve four or more people with a 

minimum of four ounces of BEEF per serving. 
4. The entry must be suitable for a main dish at a 

meal. No snacks or dishes may be served on a bun. 
5. The dish must be cooked to completion in 30 

minutes or less. 
6. No more than eight ingredients, not including 

water, spices or seasonings, will be permitted. 
7. There will be no outdoor cooking. 
8. No other meat but beef may be used including deli 

meat of any variety. 
9. Placemats, serving dishes, and utensils may be 

used; centerpieces or table settings are not 
permitted. 

10. Marinating meat will not be considered against the 
“ease of preparation.” 

11. No wine or sherry will be permitted in the cookery 
of the dish. 

12. Contestants must dress appropriately for cooking, 
including an apron, hair net or covered hair for girls 
and ball caps or hair net required for boys. 

13. The contest will be conducted under the 
supervision of a Montana Cattlewomen Chairman 
and an MSU Extension Family and Consumer 
Science Agent and Cascade County Homemakers. 
 

MATERIALS FURNISHED BY CONTESTANTS: 
1. Meat and all other ingredients for the 

preparation of the recipe. 
2. Equipment needed to prepare the recipe. 
3. Utensils needed to prepare the recipe. 
4. Serving items needed for the finished product. 
5. The dish must be prepared at the contest site 

and placed on an appropriate serving dish or 
container. 

6. The dish or finished product must be ready 
judging at the designated time, regardless of a 
late start or forgotten items. 

7. NO members of the contestants’ families will be 
allowed in the food preparation area. 
Contestants, Extension agents and the 
Chairman are the only people allowed in the 
kitchen area during preparation time. 

 
JUDGING CRITERIA: 

1. Judging will be completed by three qualified 
persons including a Family and Consumer Science 
teacher or Extension Agent and a upper level 4-H 
member who has taught food and nutrition classes 
for 4-H.. 

2. Selection of judges will be completed by the local 
Montana Cattlewomen Chairman. 

3. Techniques in preparing the dish WILL NOT be 
considered. 

4. Judging will be completed based on the finished 
product. 

5. No one will be allowed in the judging area during 
judging. 

6. Chairwomen and Extension Agent are allowed to 
confer with the judges.  

7. THE DECISION OF THE JUDGES IS FINAL. 
8. Judging will take place from 2-5 pm. 
9. Winners will be announced at 5 pm. 
10. Contestants will receive the judges’ score sheets
