a. COMPLETED ENTRY FORMS ARE DUE BY JULY 9.  
Management understands that it is not possible to 
know which flowers will be ready to show so far in 
advance of judging.  However, it is faster to delete 
entries than to add them. 

b. All participants at Montana State Fair events are 
responsible for reading the General Information 
section of this handbook and complying with 
policies listed therein. 

c. AGREEMENT TO ALL RULES AND REGULATIONS 
HEREIN STATED IS UNDERSTOOD WHEN THE 
EXHIBITOR SUBMITS THE ENTRY FORM. 

d. All entrants must complete a W9 form at time of 
entry to receive premiums. 

e. Each exhibitor may purchase one $25 exhibitor 
pass, which includes 10 adult admissions and/or a 
vehicle.  Exhibitors 6-18 years may purchase a $20

k. Exhibitors are limited to ONE ENTRY PER CLASS 
unless otherwise specified. 

l. Vases will be provided for all entries.  No entries will 
be allowed to compete if displayed in tin cans or 
milk bottles. 

m. Table space will be made available in the Fine Arts 
Building for those wishing to make flower 
arrangements before entries close.  Entries may be 
brought in at the gate near the Fine Arts Building 
between 3 pm and 9 pm on the various nights 
entries are due.  For easier access to the building, 
there will be an area reserved for floral exhibitors 
outside the back door of the Fine Arts Building, 
between the Fine Arts and Photography 
Departments.

EXHIBITOR TIPS!   

 Exhibits are judged on the following basis: size-
25%; stem and foliage-10%; color-25%; quality of 
material-40%. 
 Cutting and hardening of plant material:  If 
plant material is to hold up through the exhibition 
period, it must be cut no later than the day before it is 
to be exhibited.  Cutting should be done about 4 pm, 
since at that time there is the greatest amount of sugar 
in the leaves, and as soon as the flowers are plunged in 
water, they take up enough to overcome any apparent 
temporary wilting.  Plunging stems in water at 110 
degrees F is usually best, then set in a cool room out of 
any draft and let the water cool to room temperature.  
This enables to the flowers to regain their turgidity and 
last much longer. 
 Cut stems cleanly at an angle with a sharp knife 
and place at once in deep water.  Flowers should be 
kept in deep water 8-12 hours or overnight.  All foliage 
that is below the waterline should be removed.  
Foliage to be used in arrangements, such as hosta, 
vegetable leaves, canna, peony, etc. should be 
immersed in water overnight.  Foliage should be clean; 
any broken, diseased or disfigured foliage or petals 
should be removed. 
 Flowers or branches with wood stems, such as 
Phlox, Stocks, Chrysanthemums, etc. should be split, 
crushed or pounded before being placed in deep water.  
Dahlias should be picked at daybreak with long stem, 



placed first in cold water and then in hot water and 
placed in a dark, cool place during the day.   
 An exhibitor should pay close attention to 
grooming all exhibits by removing all dirt, spray residue, 
and dead leaves and blooms.  No plant shine should be 
used on foliage or blooms. 
 
A few definitions to help exhibitors: 
Bloom ........ Individual flower, a solitary flower on one  
 stem 
Spray ......... Portions of plants with a number of flowers  
 on one stem 
Spike .......... A flower structure with flowers stemless on  
 a common lengthy stalk

2. Should an exhibitor need to cancel, fees may be 

refunded if: 
a. The exhibitor notified Management of the need 

to cancel at least 48 hours before the exhibit is 
to be in place or stalled. 

b. The exhibitor provides a signed medical or 
veterinary excuse within 10 days of the Fair. 

3. Refunds will be determined by Management, on a 
case by case basis, after reviewing appropriate 
documentation. 

4. Refunds for overpayment of fees will be made as 
expediently as possible after the Fair.  No refunds 
will be made for amounts of $5 or less. 

 

SUPERINTENDENTS 
Job Description Pre-Fair: 
1. Each superintendent will have charge of the 

department assigned, subject to the direction of the 
General Manager.  Superintendents shall meet with 
the General Manager when requested to do so. 

2. Each superintendent will edit and revise their

3. Each Superintendent will submit ribbon and trophy 
requests, supply office requests and supply work 
requests involving Maintenance by deadlines listed 
at the Superintendent meetings. 
 

Job Description During Fair: 
4. Superintendents will have charge of stall or display 

spaces within that department.  Exhibit display and 
arrangement of stalls and spaces may be done only 
with consent and supervision of Superintendent. 



5. Superintendent is responsible for setting schedules 
within the department for employees and 
volunteers greeting the public and protecting the 
exhibits. 

6. Superintendent and their staff will organize exhibits 
for judging. 

7. It shall be the duty of each superintendent to 
inform judges of regulations governing awards, 
urging them to carefully read prior to judging. 

8. It is the responsibility of the Superintendent to 
ensure that judge worksheets are accurate and 
contain all required information.  Completed 
worksheets must be signed by judge and 
Superintendent (or designee) during or immediately 
after judging. 

9. Original judge worksheets must be returned to the 
Entry Office ASAP following judging. 

10. It is understood that Superintendents may not 
submit entries to the department which they lead. 
 

Job Description Post-Fair 
11. Superintendents will return unused supplies and 

their ribbon inventories to the Entry Office. 
12. Superintendents will oversee the removal of 

exhibits that were not picked up from their 
Department to the Entry Office.  Every effort should 
be made to contact the exhibitors involved for them 
to pick up their items. 

13. Every Superintendent shall submit a written 
statement of their work, including budget 
considerations, physical improvements, and 
recommendations for the betterment of the
